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THE RULES

1. Only current members of ALAP are eligible to submit to the Festival; if your play is chosen, your
membership must be valid on the date of the Festival in order for it to be presented. To verify your
membership status, contact Dan Berkowitz, Co-Chair, at DanB @ LAPlaywrights.org.

2. You may submit one (1) full- length play, and/or one (1) short play, which may be a 10-minute
play, or a one-act not to exceed 25 pages. Submissions must be unproduced; previous staged readings are
allowable. Each submission must be accompanied by the completed entry form on the reverse of this
page (photocopies are okay; form is also available on the website). Plays should have a gay or lesbian
theme, and/ or prominently feature gay or lesbian characters; works which do not meet these criteria may
be disqualified.

3. Electronic submissions are preferred: please help us keep the cost and amount of paper
needed to a minimum! PDF files are strongly recommended; ALAP assumes no responsibility for plays
which cannot be read due to incompatible word-processing programs.

- To submit electronically, send two separate emails.

EMAIL ONE

Subject line: Name of the play, followed by the words “contact info.”

Body of the email: Title of the play, playwright’s name and contact information, and info requested on the
entry form, including the Author Statement.

EMAIL TWO

Subject line: Name of the attached play

Body of the email: Empty.

Attached file: Script, which should include a cast of characters page along with set requirements.

Example: If your play is titled “Good Times,” the subject line of this email would be “Good Times” and
the attached PDF is “Good Times.”

Important: No contact information or author name may be anywhere in the file.

If you submit two scripts, you must send four separate emails; zip files will not be opened.

- If you wish to submit hard copy, plays must be unbound, and pages must not be stapled together. The
title page should bear the name of the play only, and the author’s name must not appear anywhere on

the script. Include a separate, unattached title page, containing the name of the play, your name, and

all contact info: address, phone, email address. Scripts will not be returned.

4. Submit electronically to DanB @LLAPlaywrights.org; submissions must be received by midnight
February 29, 2012. Send hard copy submissions to Dan Berkowitz, 1110 Hacienda Place #102, West
Hollywood, CA 90069, postmarked no later than February 29, 2012. ALAP is not responsible for late,
undelivered, or misdirected submissions. Email submissions will be acknowledged by return email. If
you wish acknowledgement of your mailed entry, include a stamped, self-addressed postcard.

If your play is selected, you will be notified by mid-April 2012.
